3. Plug cord end into proper wall outlet.

NOTE: A new oven needs to “burn off” manufacturing
oils and excess adhesive before its first use.
Do NOT load food into oven until this has
been done!
1. Push the switch on; the light will come on.

NOTE: The letters “LOTPR” (Low Temperature)
will show on the control panel until it
reaches 140°F (60°C).

2. Turn the control knob to show 220°F. Push the
knob to set the temperature. Run the unit for one
(1) hour.

3. Push the switch off the unit off and let cool.

4. Wipe the inside clean with detergent and hot water.

DAILY MAINTENANCE:

WATER PAN
Drain, wipe and fill water pan daily. (Clear vinyl drain
hose is provided.)

2. Turn knob to open the drain.
